Course Description
This course begins by surveying the music of various world cultures.  You will learn the sounds of these musics (scales, instruments, form, etc.) and how these sounds can be understood through a cultural lens.  You will also critically engage in concepts of multiculturalism and examine methods of multicultural teaching.

Course Objectives
1. Students will learn about and appreciate the cultural values of a diverse range of people from various geographical regions through their musicultural traditions
2. Students will develop critical thinking and listening skills with regards to musicultural traditions outside the Western world, as well as their own culture
3. Students will understand basic music education philosophies and perspectives about multicultural/world music education
4. Students will develop the ability to create lessons incorporating world music within a general music and ensemble classroom
5. Students will obtain curricular resources for in-service teaching
6. Students will receive performance experience in world music, principally through steel band

Attendance

Students are allowed three absences during the semester for any reason.  Each absence after 3 will result in the lowering of the final grade by one letter (i.e. 4 absences = maximum grade of a B).
Assignments
Assignments will be turned in at the beginning of class on the date they are due to receive full credit. A letter grade will be deducted from late assignments each calendar day (i.e. an A becomes a B after one day).  Any assignment not completed will result in an F for the course.

Ensemble Lesson Plan: Identify a suitable piece within your field and provide a) a lesson plan that includes an introduction to the piece, b) multicultural learning objectives, c) an explanation for choosing the piece, and, finally, d) a brief synopsis of the piece suitable for a concert program.

General Music Mini-Lesson Plan: Create a lesson for a general music classroom, elementary or secondary, that incorporates world music.  Adhere to provided lesson plan format.  Lessons will be taught on assigned days and should last approximately 10 minutes.

Non-Traditional Ensemble Proposal: Create a proposal for your administrator for starting a non-traditional ensemble.  Include in it a justification for the ensemble, as well as needed materials and curriculum.

World Music Ensemble Rehearsal: Attend one hour of a world music ensemble rehearsal and take field notes of what you observe.  Submit to me your field notes with a signed thank you letter to the ensemble director telling what you learned.  I will deliver the letter to them.

World Music Concert Response: Attend one of the many world music ensemble concerts at FSU and write a 250-word response to the concert.  This response should be not be a typical write-up or summary.  Instead, frame your response in concepts you’ve learned in class, such as tradition, performance context, function, authenticity, etc.
